Scripture Insights :  ñWho do people say that I am?ò Jesus poses this ques-

tion to his disciples on his journey through Caesarea Philippi. It elicits Peterôs 

acknowledgment that Jesus is the Messiah. For centuries Israel had looked for-

ward to God fulfilling his promise to King David by raising up another great 

leader to restore Israelôs kingdom (2 Samuel 7). Theses hopes had become 

clouded in political and earthly expectations. 
 

Peterôs response, in unambiguous terms,ò You are the Christ (or the Messiah),ò 

Gives Jesus the opportunity to offer a different understanding. Jesus says that he has 

come not to establish an earthly kingdom in power, but rather a spiritual kingdom in 

weakness. Godôs Kingdom will be established through Jesusô Death and Resurrection. 

The first Reading, from the third of Isaiahôs ñServant Songs,ò belongs to another tradi-

tion pointing to the Messiahôs coming in humiliation and suffering. Jesus draws upon 

this tradition in referring to his own ministry of suffering and death on behalf of Godôs 

people. 
 

Peter fails to take this tradition into account when he tells Jesus not to talk about suffer-

ing and death. He is utterly perplexed and alarmed, for Peter believed that the Messiah 

would come in power and glory. When Jesus says to Peter, ñGet behind me ,Satan,ò he 

is referring to Satan in the Book of Job, where Satan, as the name actually means, is 

Godôs adversary. Jesus reinforces this by saying that Peter's thoughts are human ways of 

thinking, not Godôs way. 
 

A further challenge emerges for Jesusô followers from his revelation that he is 

going to suffer and die. His followersô lives will embrace the same path of suf-

fering, Death, and Resurrection. As true Christians, our lives too will share in 

Jesusô redemptive suffering.

Jes¼s dice que no ha venido para 

establecer un reino terrenal en el poder, sino m§s 

bien un reino espiritual en la debilidad. El Reino de 

Dios se establecer§ a trav®s de la Muerte y la Resur-

recci·n de Jes¼s. 

La primera lectura, de la tercera de las "Canciones de 

siervo" de Isa²as, pertenece a otra tradici·n que 

apunta a la venida del Mes²as en humillaci·n y su-

frimiento. Jes¼s recurre a esta tradici·n al referirse a 

su propio ministerio de sufrimiento y muerte en 

nombre del pueblo de Dios. 
 

Peter no toma en cuenta esta tradici·n cuando le dice 

a Jes¼s que no hable sobre el sufrimiento y la muer-

te. £l est§ completamente perplejo y alarmado, 

porque Pedro cre²a que el Mes²as vendr²a en poder y 

gloria. Cuando Jes¼s le dice a Pedro: "Qu²tate de 

delante de m², Satan§s", se est§ refiriendo a Satan§s 

en el Libro de Job, donde Satan§s, como su nombre 

en realidad significa, es el adversario de Dios. Jes¼s 

refuerza esto diciendo que los pensamientos de Ped-

ro son formas humanas de pensar, no de Dios. 
 

Un nuevo desaf²o emerge para los seguidores de 

Jes¼s de su revelaci·n de que va a sufrir y morir. Las 

vidas de sus seguidores abrazar§n el mismo camino 

de sufrimiento, muerte y resurrecci·n. Como 

verdaderos cristianos, nuestras vidas tambi®n com-

partir§n el sufrimiento redentor de Jes¼s.
