Jesús en el Evangelio de hoy enseña a 
sus apóstoles cómo interpretar las 
Escrituras. 
En la Primera Lectura y la Epístola de 
hoy, vemos los comienzos de esa mis-
ión. Y vemos a los apóstoles interpre-
tando las Escrituras como Jesús les 
enseñó. 
 
Dios ha cumplido lo que había anun-
ciado de antemano en todos los pro-
fetas, predica Pedro. Su sermón está 
plagado de imágenes del Antiguo Tes-
tamento. Evoca a Moisés y el Éxodo, 
en el que 
 
Dios se reveló como el Dios ancestral 
de Abraham, Isaac y Jacob (véase Éx-
odo 3:6, 15). Identifica a Jesús como 
el siervo sufriente de Isaías que ha 
sido glorificado (ver Isaías 52:13). 
Juan también describe a Jesús en 
términos del Antiguo Testamento. 
Aludiendo a cómo los sacerdotes de 
Israel ofrecían sacrificios de sangre 
para expiar los pecados del pueblo 
(ver Levítico 16; Hebreos 9-10), dice 
que Jesús intercede por nosotros ante 
Dios (ver Romanos 8:34), y que Su 
sangre es un sacrificio de expiación. 
por los pecados del mundo (ver 1 
Juan 1:7). 
 
Observe que en las tres lecturas, las 
Escrituras se interpretan para servir y 
promover la misión de la Iglesia: rev-
elar la verdad acerca de Jesús, llevar a 
las personas al arrepentimiento, la 
limpieza de los pecados y la perfec-
ción de su amor por Dios. 
Así es como nosotros también debe-
mos escuchar las Escrituras. No para 
saber más “acerca de” Jesús, sino pa-
ra conocerlo verdaderamente person-
almente y conocer su plan para nues-
tras vidas. 
 
En las Escrituras, la luz de Su rostro 
brilla sobre nosotros, mientras can-
tamos en el Salmo de hoy. Sabemos 
las maravillas que ha hecho a lo largo 
de la historia. Y tenemos la confianza 
para invocarlo y saber que Él escucha 
y responde.

Jesus in today’s Gospel teaches His apostles 
how to interpret the Scriptures. 

In today’s First Reading and Epistle, we see the 
beginnings of that mission. And we see the 
apostles interpreting the Scriptures as Jesus 
taught them to. 

God has brought to fulfillment what He an-
nounced beforehand in all the prophets, Peter 
preaches. His sermon is shot through with Old 
Testament images. He evokes Moses and the 
Exodus, in which 
God revealed himself as the ancestral God of 
Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob (see Exodus 
3:6, 15). He identifies Jesus as Isaiah’s suffer-
ing servant who has been glorified (see Isaiah 
52:13). 

John, too, describes Jesus in Old Testament 
terms. Alluding to how Israel’s priests offered 
blood sacrifices to atone for the people’s sins 
(see Leviticus 16; Hebrews 9–10), he says that 
Jesus intercedes for us before God (see Romans 
8:34), and that His blood is a sacrificial expia-
tion for the sins of the world (see 1 John 1:7). 

Notice that in all three readings, the Scriptures 
are interpreted to serve and advance the 
Church’s mission—to reveal the truth about 
Jesus, to bring people to repentance, the wiping 
away of sins, and the perfection of their love 
for God. 

This is how we, too, should hear the Scriptures. 
Not to know more “about” Jesus, but to truly 
know Him personally, and to know His plan for 
our lives. 

In the Scriptures, the light of His face shines 
upon us, as we sing in today’s Psalm. We know 
the wonders He has done throughout history. 
And we have the confidence to call to Him, and 
to know that He hears and answers.
