We’re being shown another dimen-
sion of our relationship with God. If 
we’re sons and daughters of God, it’s 
because we’ve married into the 
 family. 
 
Have you ever wondered why the Bi-
ble begins and ends with a wedding—
Adam and Eve’s in the garden and 
the marriage supper of the Lamb 
(compare Genesis 2:23–
24 and Revelation 19:9; 21:9; 22:17)? 
 
Throughout the Bible, marriage is the 
symbol of the covenant relationship 
God desires with His chosen people. 
He is the groom, humanity His be-
loved and sought after bride. We see 
this reflected beautifully in today’s 
First Reading. 
 
When Israel breaks the covenant, she 
is compared to an unfaithful spouse 
(see Jeremiah 2:20–36; 3:1–13). But 
God promises to take her back, to 
“espouse” her to Him forever in an 
everlasting covenant (see Hosea 
2:18–22). 
That’s why in today’s Gospel Jesus 
performs His first public “sign” at a 
wedding feast. 
 
Jesus is the divine bridegroom 
(see John 3:29), calling us to His roy-
al wedding feast (see Matthew 22:1–
14). By His New Covenant, He will 
become “one flesh” with all humanity 
in the Church (see Ephesians 5:21–
33). By our baptism, each of us has 
been betrothed to Christ as a bride to 
a husband (see 2 Corinthians 11:2). 
 
The new wine that Jesus pours out at 
today’s feast is the gift of the Holy 
Spirit given to His bride and body, as 
today’s Epistle says. This is the 
“salvation” announced to the 
“families of nations” in today’s Psalm.

Se nos muestra otra dimensión de nuestra 
relación con Dios. Si somos hijos e hijas de 
Dios, es porque nos hemos casado con un 
miembro de la 
familia. 
 
¿Alguna vez te has preguntado por qué la 
Biblia comienza y termina con una boda: la 
de Adán y Eva en el jardín y la cena de 
bodas del Cordero (compara Génesis 2:23-
24 y Apocalipsis 19:9; 21:9; 22:17)? 
 
A lo largo de la Biblia, el matrimonio es el 
símbolo de la relación de pacto que Dios 
desea con su pueblo elegido. Él es el novio, 
la humanidad su novia amada y buscada. 
Vemos esto reflejado hermosamente en la 
Primera Lectura de hoy. 
 
Cuando Israel rompe el pacto, se la compa-
ra con una esposa infiel (ver Jeremías 2:20-
36; 3:1-13). Pero Dios promete recuperarla, 
“desposarla” con Él para siempre en un 
pacto eterno (ver Oseas 2:18-22). 
Por eso, en el Evangelio de hoy, Jesús real-
iza su primera “señal” pública en una fiesta 
de bodas. 
 
Jesús es el novio divino (ver Juan 3:29), 
que nos llama a su fiesta de bodas real (ver 
Mateo 22:1-14). Por su Nuevo Pacto, Él se 
convertirá en “una sola carne” con toda la 
humanidad en la Iglesia (ver Efesios 5:21-
33). Por nuestro bautismo, cada uno de no-
sotros ha sido desposado con Cristo como 
una novia con un esposo (ver 2 Corintios 
11:2). 
 
El vino nuevo que Jesús derrama en la fies-
ta de hoy es el don del Espíritu Santo dado 
a su esposa y a su cuerpo, como dice la 
epístola de hoy. Esta es la “salvación” 
anunciada a las “familias de las naciones” 
en el Salmo de hoy.
