The Power and Purpose of the Sacraments

The Sacraments possess both a visible and invisible dimension.

We experience them through our senses, but their true depth is revealed
through faith. Consider a hug: we see the physical embrace, but the love
conveyed is unseen yet felt. Similarly, Sacraments have outward forms
(visible) and God's grace (invisible). This grace is God's free gift, offered
through Christ's sacrifice, inviting us into His life. Our response to this
grace is itself a gift, empowering us to live as Christ did. Through the
Sacraments, God shares his holiness with us so that we, in turn, can
make the world holier.

CONFIRMATION

Confirmation is a Sacrament of Initiation, along with

\ Baptism and the Eucharist. "In the first centuries
Confirmation generally comprised one single celebration
with Baptism, forming with it a 'double sacrament,

according to the expression of St. Cyprian... The East has
kept them united, so that Confirmation is conferred by the priest who
baptizes" (CCC 1290). Today, the Roman Rite uses the

"age of discretion" as the reference point for the sacrament, and it is
celebrated at different ages and times of the year in various dioceses.

(See CCC 1306-1308.) Confirmation completes the Sacrament of Baptism as
the confirmed receive an outpouring of the gifts of the Holy Spirit.

As in Baptism, a person's soul is given an indelible mark (or character) in
Confirmation that enables him or her to spread and defend the faith.
Through Confirmation, a candidate is appointed for a position in the Church
and strengthened to fill that position. Unlike the other Sacraments of Initiation,
the ordinary minister of Confirmation is the bishop, a successor of the
apostles. He represents the Church in the appointment and strengthening of
those who will take part in the work of the apostles, being witnesses of Jesus
Christ and making disciples. The strengthening of Confirmation is primarily
the work of the Holy Spirit. This sacrament also deepens a candidate's union
with Jesus Christ. Those preparing to receive Confirmation must take their
preparation seriously. They should study and pray for an openness to the
Holy Spirit. Candidates should also be encouraged to celebrate the
Sacrament of Reconciliation and seek the spiritual help of their sponsor, who
will offer support and guidance throughout the time of preparation.

El Poder y la Finalidad de los Sacramentos

Los sacramentos poseen una dimension visible e invisible. Los
experimentamos a través de nuestros sentidos, pero su verdadera
profundidad se revela mediante la fe. Consideremos un abrazo:
vemos el abrazo fisico, pero el amor que transmite es invisible,
pero se siente. De igual manera, los sacramentos tienen formas
externas (visibles) y la gracia de Dios (invisible). Esta gracia es el
don gratuito de Dios, ofrecido a través del sacrificio de Cristo,
invitdndonos a su vida. Nuestra respuesta a esta gracia es en si
misma un don, que nos capacita para vivir como Cristo vivio. Los
siete sacramentos, los sacramentos de Iniciacion (Bautismo,
Confirmacion, Eucaristia), los sacramentos de Sanacién (Penitencia
y Uncién de los Enfermos) y los sacramentos al Servicio de la
Comunioén (Matrimonio y Orden Sagrado). A través de los
sacramentos, Dios comparte su santidad con nosotros

para que, a su vez, podamos hacer del mundo un lugar mas santo.

CONFIRMACION

La Confirmacién es un sacramento de iniciacion, junto
con el Bautismo y la Eucaristia. "En los primeros siglos la
Confirmacion constituye generalmente una Unica
celebracion con el Bautismo, y forma con éste, segun la
expresion de san Cipriano un «sacramento dobley (...).
En Oriente se han conservado unidos los dos sacramentos, de modo que
la Confirmacion es dada por el presbitero que bautiza" (CIC 1290).

Hoy en dia, el Rito Romano toma en consideracién "la edad de uso de
razén" como punto de referencia para el sacramento y se administra a
diversas edades y en diferentes épocas del afio dependiendo de la
diécesis (véase CIC 1306-1308). La Confirmacién complementa al
sacramento del Bautismo, ya que el confirmado recibe la efusién de los
dones del Espiritu Santo. Al igual que en el Bautismo, el alma recibe una
marca (o caracter) indeleble en la Confirmacioén, que la hace capaz de
difundir y defender la fe. En la Confirmacion, el candidato es elegido para
ocupar un lugar en la Iglesia y es fortalecido para cubrir ese puesto.

A diferencia de los otros sacramentos de iniciacion, el ministro ordinario
de la Confirmacion es el obispo, sucesor de los Apdstoles. Representa a
la Iglesia en la eleccion y fortalecimiento de aquellos que participaran en
la obra apostélica, siendo testigos de Jesucristo y haciendo discipulos.

El fortalecimiento de la Confirmacion es principalmente obra del Espiritu
Santo. Este sacramento hace mas profunda la unién del candidato con
Jesucristo. Aquellos que se preparan para recibir la Confirmacion deben
tomar en serio su preparacion. Deben estudiar y rezar para obtener la
apertura al Espiritu Santo. También se debe alentar a los candidatos a
celebrar el sacramento de la Reconciliacion y a buscar la ayuda espiritual
de su padrino o madrina, quien ofrecera apoyo y orientacion durante todo
el tiempo de preparacion (véase CIC 1309-1311).
