«El pueblo que caminaba en tinieblas ha visto una gran luz»  

(Is 9,2)... El evangelista San Mateo utiliza esta profecía como prólogo 
del ministerio de Jesús en Galilea, cuando, desde Nazaret, se trasladó 
a vivir a Cafarnaúm. Jesús comienza a enseñar en Cafarnaúm, y el  
contenido de su magisterio se resume en las palabras: 
«Arrepiéntanse, porque el reino de los cielos está cerca»(Mt 4,16).  

En efecto, arrepentirse significa ver «una luz», ¡ver «una gran luz»! 
La luz que proviene de Dios. La luz que es Dios mismo. A través del 
Evangelio que Cristo proclama, se cumplen las palabras proféticas de 
Isaías: «Sobre los que habitaban en tierra de sombras, la luz ha  
resplandecido» (Is 9,1). En la oscuridad —símbolo de confusión, 

error e incluso de muerte— brilla repentinamente la luz, que es el  
mismo Hijo de Dios, que ha asumido la naturaleza humana;  
Él, el Verbo, «la luz verdadera que ilumina a todo hombre». 
 

“The people who walked in darkness have seen a great 

light” (Is 9:2) … The Evangelist Saint Matthew uses this prophecy 

as the prologue to Jesus’ ministry in Galilee, when, from the house 

of Nazareth, he came to live in the city of Capernaum. … Jesus starts teaching in Capernaum; and the content of 

his magisterium is summed up in the words: “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand” (Mt 4:16).  

Indeed, to “repent” means to see “a light”! To see “a great light”! The light that comes from God. The light that 

is God himself. Through the Gospel, which Christ proclaims, Isaiah’s prophetic words appear: “Those who dwelt 

in a land of deep darkness, on them has light shined” (Is 9:1). In the darkness – a symbol of confusion, error 

and even death – the light suddenly shines forth, which is the Son of God himself, who has taken on human  

nature; he, the Word, “the true light that enlightens every man.” 
 

We will not have daily Mass during the week of January 26th 
to February 16th. Daily Mass will resume on Tuesday, February 17th. We warmly welcome Reverend 
Alan Acevedo, who will be celebrating the weekend Masses at Our Lady of Guadalupe.
